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MYSA Annual General Meeting

March 2, 2008
Indian Meadows Golf Club - Westborough, MA

The meeting was called to order by Sid Bloom, president of Mass Youth Soccer, at 9:10 AM.  There were 41 delegates present, representing 181 votes. A quorum was determined to be present to conduct business. Sid made welcoming remarks. He thanked all for coming. He invited anyone who hasn’t been to the field complex in Lancaster to come visit. Sid thanked the membership for their support, without them the complex could not have been built. Sid complimented Mike Singleton and the development coaches and said the G license will soon be available online.
Sid announced that we have submitted a bid to host the US Soccer National Championships for 2009 and 2010. We are under serious consideration. George Sedares, president of Worcester Youth Soccer, has committed to sponsor the banquet associated with the event. The tournament will involve U-14 to U-19 age groups.

Sid added we have also put in a bid to host the Veterans’ Cup for 2009 and 2010. This is the National Championship for the adult division.

Sid reminded the audience we are there for them, we are a service organization.

Sid announced there will be a new summer program, the Directors’ Cup, for strong town team programs. They will play in June and July with a national championship at the conclusion of the season.

Approval of last year’s minutes

Nancy Hart (Mass Youth board) moved, seconded by Bob Thomas (MASC) to approve the minutes of last year’s annual general meeting.  Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Financial Report

John Burrill presented the financial report.  He reviewed the auditor’s report.  We are in good financial shape.  We are now a $4 million a year operation.

Bill Shaughnessy (Mass Youth) moved, seconded by Dan Bielenin (BAYS), that the clerk cast a ballot for the uncontested candidates as presented.  Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The Director at large District 4 position was then taken up; both candidates gave brief presentations for their candidacies and the membership voted by ballot.  David Dalrymple was declared the winner.
Changes to the Constitution and By-Laws

Section 132 Executive Committee

Proposed language:

The executive committee of the board of directors shall consist of the president, executive vice president, secretary/clerk, treasurer, and one additional current board member to be elected by the board of directors. The term of the additional member shall run concurrent with the member’s term on the board. Once the member’s term expires, the board shall hold an election to fill the additional position to the executive committee. A quorum of three is required to be present for this committee to act.

The change proposes to add the additional member to the committee.

Bob Thomas (MASC) moved, seconded by Kevin Krumpholz (Mass Youth) adoption of the proposed change. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Section 190 Capital Expenditures

Proposed language:

Capital expenditures in excess of $100,000 must be approved at a corporate meeting.

The change raises the level requiring approval from $25,000.

Bill Shaughnessy (Mass Youth) moved, seconded by Nancy Hart (Mass Youth) adoption of the proposed change.  Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

New Business

There was no new business.

The meeting adjourned at 9:53 AM.
